Occupancy
Occupancy limits are based on the square footage available for public use, including a 6’ social distancing requirement. To maintain proper social distancing recommendations, the maximum capacity will not exceed 25% of what it normally is. At this time, we have no plans to adjust beyond 20% occupancy. Occupancy limits will depend on the number of active cases in Pierce County. Other factors may become important too, for example the activity level in St. Croix County, upward trends, and recent outbreaks among our library staff or infections that may have occurred in the building. The total occupancy of the main library areas will therefore range between 30-60 people (including staff).
